The Mankato Area Lifelong Learners Great Decisions group meets on the second 
Wednesday of the month from April to November, primarily at Pioneer Bank. The 
local program gets its speakers through Global Minnesota, which is the Minnesota 
sponsor of the nationwide Great Decisions program run by the Foreign Policy 
Association. There are groups like ours across the country which meet to discuss 
topics selected by the Foreign Policy Association. The topics selected for next year 
are as follows: American Foreign Policy at a Crossroads; U.S. Changing Leadership 
of the World Economy; U.S. China Relationships; India – Between China, the West, 
and the Global South; International Cooperation on Climate Change; The Future of NATO and European 
Security; AI and American National Security; and After Gaza – American Policy in the Middle East. With 
a new and norm changing President about to take office, this should be an interesting year for the Great 
Decisions discussions. Please consider joining the group. Membership signup starts in February and should 
be completed by March so that briefing books can be ordered. The cost is $50 for the 8 sessions and 
includes the Foreign Policy Association Briefing Book, which sells for $35 if purchased from the Foreign 
Policy Association. Money from the registration is also used to provide a small honorarium to the speakers, 
most of whom travel to Mankato from the Minneapolis area.
